Essential Employers Skills
Thinking about employing Personal Assistant(s) to support you?
OR

If you are already a Personal Assistant (PA) employer, want to refresh your employer skills?

Essential Employer Skills is a three day course that provides disabled employers of PAs with an understanding of the essential responsibilities and roles required of a good employer.

The Essential Employers Skills course is all about empowering people to gain confidence for independent living by employing their own Personal Assistant(s).

The three day course is spread out over two weeks and explores a range of issues including key responsibilities of being an employer and what is good practice.

Frequently Asked Questions for Essential Employer Skills: 

How long does the course last?

The course lasts three days and is spread out over two weeks. The course begins at 10.30am and finishes at 3.30pm.
How will the course benefit me?
The course will provide you with information on a range of topics that could help you to live a more independent life through employing your own PA(s). Topics include employer responsibilities and what is good practice when recruiting your own PA. After the course, you will be more knowledgeable about the benefits of employing your own PA. Each participant will be provided with a ‘toolkit’ in the form of a personal folder to take away with them.
What is covered in the course?

Topics covered include:

· Employer Responsibilities (legal and good practice)

· Recruiting PAs (optional for existing PA employers)

· Employer Management Skills 
Does the course cost anything?

No.  Essential Employer Skills is funded by the Big Lottery and will not cost you. If you are thinking of becoming a PA employer or are already a PA employer and want to refresh your skills and live in the Lothians you can attend the course.

Can I bring my own PA along?

Yes.  You are welcome to bring along your own PA to the course. We also provide a relief PA to provide extra support (but not personal care).
Are the trainers themselves disabled?

Yes.  All our courses are delivered by experienced disabled trainers.
