Personal Assistant Job Description
Job Reference KB WN ED

The aim of the job is to provide assistance to an adult with a moderate learning disability with guidance from the parents.
The job is based in the Craigmillar/Duddingston area of Edinburgh. 
A Personal Assistant is employed to help the adult to live the way they choose whilst at the same time giving them guidance and support to make safe decisions.
Getting the right assistance when I need it will allow me to lead my life independently.  A Personal Assistant will enable me to do this by guidance by my parents and following any instructions along with spending time to get to know me.  Sometimes I find it hard to communicate what I need and therefore it is vital that an employee has good communication and listening skills.
This job involves assisting me with a variety of tasks.  Like most people, my day varies so it is difficult to list every task that is expected of a Personal Assistant. 
After a period of familiarisation with your duties, you will be required to assist me with the following tasks, sometimes without supervision from my parents.  The post holder will therefore need to be sensitive and respectful of my own and my parents’ wishes. 
The job involves setting up community events for me to attend and supporting me whilst I am there, as well as finding new experiences, supporting me with taking part and helping me to prepare for attending future events.
It is essential that the post holder is a member of the Protection of Vulnerable Groups (PVG) scheme or is willing to join.
The job requires providing assistance with the following:

Personal Tasks
· Prompting with a daily shower and encouraging me to brush my teeth
· Support with other personal care, as required
· Support with dealing with and responding to mail
· Making medical appointments and assisting with attending the appointments


Domestic Tasks
· Planning, shopping, preparing and cooking with me when required
· Washing dishes and a general cleaning of kitchen
· Support with laundry when needed
· Prompting with general cleaning and tidying of the house

Independent Living Skills
· Travelling safely
· Communication

Social Tasks
· Help with arranging and going to football with or without friends
· Help interacting with other people with same interests
· Assistance with cycling
· Assistance with leisure activities and keeping fit
· Sourcing new community events to attend

Other Tasks
· Making arrangements with window cleaner
· Assistance with maintaining upkeep of household items
· Contacting Castle Rock to arrange repairs

Personal Qualities
I am looking for a Personal Assistant who is reliable, trustworthy, friendly and easy-going.  The ideal candidate should be someone who will enjoy a challenge and has a good sense of humour.  It is imperative that an employee is aware of and sensitive to my needs.
