Job Description for Female Personal Assistant

 

The aim of the job is to provide assistance required by me, the employer.  I am a woman who is a full-time wheelchair user, who has just turned 50. I live with my husband, a teenager and two over 18 year olds who are sometimes at home. My condition, GNE myopathy, a form of Muscular Dystrophy, limits my physical abilities and is a progressive muscle wasting disease.

 

A Personal Assistant is employed to help me live my life the way I choose. Getting the right assistance when I need it allows me to lead my life independently.  A Personal Assistant will enable me to do this by listening carefully to what I want and following my instructions. It is therefore vital that an employee has good communication and listening skills. 

 

The job involves assisting me with a variety of tasks.  I simply need someone to be my arms and legs for me. The job is helping me run my family household and to help me be me, so every day is different. This obviously requires someone who is sensitive and respectful of my need to care for my family and myself and know the boundaries. 

 

We are a sociable family and have people in and out a lot at home.  Like most people, my day varies so it is difficult to list every task expected of a Personal Assistant.  This can also vary due to how I am that day, particularly because, when I am tired, some tasks that I may be able to manage on another day, I will require assistance with, or for it to be done for me. 

 

After a period of familiarisation with the duties, you will be required to assist me with the following tasks, sometimes without close supervision.  The post holder will therefore need to be able to work on their own initiative, while at the same time be respectful of my and my family’s wishes.

 

The job involves using a ceiling track for my transfers. You do not have to be strong to do this task but general good health is important. 

 

The job requires providing assistance with some or all of the following:
 

Personal Tasks

•  Assistance getting in and out of bed using sling and ceiling track hoist 

•  Assistance with showering / bathing

•  Assistance with dressing and undressing

•  Assistance with brushing hair and teeth

•  Assistance with personal grooming (styling/straightening hair)

•  Assistance with eating and drinking

 

Domestic Tasks

• Preparing and cooking food

• Washing dishes and general cleaning of kitchen

• Laundry and ironing

• General cleaning and tidying of house

• Assistance with shopping either with or for me/putting away

 

Medical Tasks

• Assistance to put on leg splints 

• Assistance to open/close bottles of medicines

• To administer medicines 

 

Social Tasks

• Help to go out for dinner, cinema, theatre, with or without friends

• Assistance when going out for a walk

• Shopping for pleasure

• Assistance when entertaining friends

• Assistance with correspondence/filing etc

• Assistance with other leisure activities eg. board games, music, reading

• Assistance to attend church/church activities 

• Accompany us as a family whilst out

 

Other Tasks

• Assist me in my voluntary/paid work commitments

• Assistance with upkeep of equipment eg. wheelchair (ie. charging)

• Assistance with gardening

• Driving our large wheelchair accessible vehicle 

• Strapping the wheelchair into the car

• Any other reasonable task

There are 23 hours per week available and the shifts are as follows:
Monday 1pm to 7pm.
Tuesday 3pm to 10pm.

Wednesday 5pm to 10pm.

Friday 5pm to 10pm.

I am looking for two personal assistants to share the above shifts.  Applications from people looking to do 15 hours or less welcome.  Please state in your application which shifts you wish to do.
 There could also be holiday cover for other PA shifts, if needed.
 The rate of pay: £13.35 per hour.  Paid annual leave and a pension scheme available.

 

It would be preferred but not essential, that you hold a valid driving licence and have access to your own car.

You must be a member of, or be prepared to join, the PVG scheme. Female applicants only please, this is a genuine occupational requirement. 

 

You will be paid monthly in arrears.  

 

You are entitled to 5.6 weeks pro-rata holiday per year.  

Request for leave requires approval, and won’t be possible at the same time as another PA. (5.6 weeks are inclusive of bank holidays).  

You are entitled to Statutory Sick Pay (SSP), which means that there is no sick pay for the first 3 days absent from work.

 

 

Expectations

As mentioned above, you are working within my family environment. I value the support I receive, and that it enables me to fulfil my roles as mother and wife, in a busy household.  Due to this you need to pay particular attention to being sensitive that you are assisting me in my role in my family and not to overstep these boundaries. 

 

I would expect that you would use your own initiative to carry out any regular jobs that are required, if I am otherwise occupied.
